One of the web pages for this course is the student links page.  This page is for students to add material to the course.  The internet is a constantly evolving source of information.  Sometimes links to information will disappear or change over time as companies or people change internet providers.  As a course is developed links are current but that can change at any point in time. Extra Credit in Quiz Points:

PowerPoint or Movies
In order to gain 20 points a movie or PowerPoint must meet the following criteria:

· The work has to be original: 

· The presentation must follow copy write guidelines and you can’t use more then 30% of anyone’s work.  
· 30% of a picture

· 30% of a video

· 30% of a music or song

· All resources of information must be listed and I must be able to verify that the resources are valid.

· The material in the presentation must be of sufficient length that some understanding is conveyed to someone watching the presentation.

· The following is if you intend to gain another 5 points extra credit.

· If you take personal pictures everyone in the pictures must sign a wavier if you intend that the presentation be added to the course.

· As the creator of the work you must sign a wavier allowing the material to be used by Oregon Online and the instructor of the course.
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
